Traffic wishing to travel southbound on the M69 will be diverted south on the M1 J21 until M1 
J20.  At the roundabout take the 2nd exit into the A4303 and travel west until the roundabout 
with the A5, at the roundabout take the 3rd exit onto the A5 North towards Hinckley, continue 
along the A5 until the roundabout with the M69. End of diversion. 
 

 
 
M69 NB Diversion Route Junction 1 
 
Traffic wishing to travel northbound on the M69 will be diverted south onto the A5 and will 
continue along the A5 south until the roundabout with the A4303.  At the roundabout take the 
1st exit and continue west until the roundabout with the M1 J20, at the roundabout take the 1st 
exit onto the M1 northbound.

Traffic wishing to travel north at junction 2 will be diverted onto the B4669 Hinckley Road, until 
its junction with Sharnford Road where it will turn right, at the junction with Sharnford Road 
and B4114 Coventry Road traffic will turn right, traffic will continue along B4114 Coventry 
Road until its junction with the A5 south, Turn left onto A5 south and follow diversion for M69
